U.S. GEOGRAPHY:  VIDEO JOURNAL / VIDEO POWER POINT
The intent of the video worksheet is to let you practice your observational skills and develop a working knowledge of the weekly materials. You will develop and apply terms and concepts about what you observed in the video, read in the text, and researched on the internet.  After watching the videos you should be able to distinguish physical and cultural differences between places and regions.

Video Worksheet
The purpose of the video worksheet is to provide you with a set of questions that will help you to observe several aspects of the video.  The worksheet is for note taking only.  Put down additional information as observed while watching the video.  Most weeks have questions….some do not.  The questions are available in the weekly printouts section on www.geo-site.net.
Power Point
-After watching the video and filling in the worksheet you need to develop a 15 (+-) slide power point for each video.  Save it by your last name and topic. (ie:  Smith Great Plains)
-Use around 3-5 of the slides to:

-Show and describe some iconic images associated with the region or topic

 
-Indicate some of the issues that the text chapter discusses

-Explore some of the links on the Website….describe what you discovered

-Use some of questions asked about the video as additional slides.

-Use around 3-5 of the slides to research some places you would like to visit in the area.
-Consider the ‘who, how, what, where, when’ concept.  This is geography so place is important.  The reason this is a power point is so you can use a balance of images and words and be creative in your PPT.  Does your PPT teach someone else who has not seen the video or read the text?
OTHER CONSIDERATIONS – IF APPROPRIATE: 

-Location (Maps / descriptions)

-Activities


-Cultural patterns: (food, architecture, clothing, religion, traditions, agriculture, roads, economy……)


-Historical influence


-Travel/vacation locations

-References are required…use any formalized style
-The video journal/power point is due within the week after the video is viewed.  The power point is put in the geo-site.net Drop Box before class starts the next week.
