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The distribution of people is clearly reflected in the cultural landscape.
Differing densities and degrees of clustering of population are revealed, at the
largest scale, by maps showing the distribution of dwellings. We can illustrate
these cultural landscape contrasts by using the example of rural settlement
types. Farm people differ greatly from onc culture to another, one place to
another, in how they situate their dwellings. The range from tightly clustered
villages on the one extreme to fully dispersed farmsteads on the other is
shown.

(e) Hamlex

The way individual farmers choose to
locate their farmsteads leads to a general
settlement patlern on the land. In some
areas, farmsteads are scattered and
isolated. In areas where farmsteads are
grouped, there are several possible
patterns of clustering.
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
